Hi Harvey et all,
I had a similar dilemma about how to mount a 66 lb Bruce on my T-37.  I wanted a heavy anchor for my intended passage form San Francisco to the East Coast ..unfortunately we ended up trucking the boat cross country instead due to some medical problems my wife developed.
But the attached pictures show how I offset an extended bow roller off the deck.  The anchor shown in the picture is NOT my 66 lb Bruce.  I replaced it with a more reasonable sized 45 lb Plow now that I'm just doing casual coastal sailing in Eastern North Carolina.
 

However the  offset design held the big honkin' Bruce very nicely and didn't ding up any brightwork.  It also has a nice in-line feed to the low profile horizontal windlass. Whenever I do use the anchor,  I always use a bridle so there is now real leverage on the extended anchor roller if the boat is pitching in a bouncing anchorage.  It is also heavily anchored at the aft end, below deck with a beefy oak backing plate.
 

Esthetically, it may not have been something Bob Perry would approve of, but it works well for some of the newer, more radical designed anchors..
Just food for thought!
