The Photos in this file were taken by Osprey Marine Composites when they removed the layer of fiberglass beneath the old teak deck. Photos 1 -4 show the foredeck and the site of a lot damage under and beside the bowsprit where the hawse pipes and the windlass passed through the deck. The hole for the windlass does not appear to have ever been sealed in any way. In photos #5, #7 and #9 the rotten, sodden wet core is clearly evident by the dark stains. Water penetrated  for stanchions, etc, ran between the balsa core blocks to the lowest point or the nearest hole and seeped into the cabin interior doing considerable damage to the teak wood and veneer.
