Hi JD, et al,
  I have ‘attached’ several pics of our Dickenson diesel heater, for your analysis. Afraid I didn’t take any during project, so all you can see is the finished image, but I’ve taken pics from various angles to depict the pros and cons.
  For example, my first concern, with the pilot house, was having the heat in the lowest area of the boat so that with the heat eventually rising anyway, it would naturally travel through the main cabin first. Secondly, wanted it low to start heat low and heat lower areas as well. Thirdly, didn’t want to dry out mast or crack my 9 coats of varnish, but with the galley along the starboard side, the forward end of the conventional starboard settee option wasn’t available. We considered the aft bulkhead fronting the pilothouse, but too far aft, and heat would just go instantly into pilothouse leaving rest of boat unheated; or over starboard galley counter – too high, and obstructive; so that’s why it is where it is!
 On the plus side, out of the way, low down, central, and very effective. On the negative, one can occasionally bang butt or hips on the projecting backing plate when accessing the fridge or stumbling out of bed at ‘O Dark Thirty’ to reassure one’s self that the anchor didn’t drag in that last gust!
 The heat against the mast is not as bad as I had anticipated. I was going to add a stainless deflector plate on the mast but have decided not necessary.
  The plate is through bolted in the head bulkhead on the side to the left of the heater, and screwed into the dinette support as well, with fire retardant cement board between. Then the heater is bolted to the backing plate.
 Hope this proves helpful. Sorry it took so long. Happy New Year, Will.
